REQUESTING AN ELIBRARYUSA ACCOUNT 
If your American Space needs an account to access eLibraryUSA on your public computer terminals, 
email ​americanspaces@state.gov​ with the subject “eLibraryUSA account request.” We will follow up with 
your password. You can also request accounts for staff use. 
 
eLibraryUSA accounts can be used on multiple computers at the same time. However, if one user logs 
out, they may log out the other users as well. Users are encouraged to stay logged in to eLibraryUSA 
when they are done.

Find full-text articles on social sciences, economics, and history from 850 academic journals. 
 
ProQuest Dissertations & Theses Database 
Find over 1.5 million graduate dissertations and theses from over 700 universities. 
 
Research In Context 
Groups articles by research topic from over 1,200 journals, newspapers and magazines. 
 

NEWS AND MAGAZINES 
PressReader 
Access over 400 U.S. newspapers and magazines. 
 
Flipster 
View 17 digital magazines that cover current events, U.S. culture, and foreign affairs. Magazines include 
The Atlantic, Bloomberg Businessweek, Christian Science Monitor Weekly, Foreign Policy, National 
Geographic, Popular Mechanics, Rolling Stone, Weekly Standard, and Wired.
